What does it mean to belong to
a faith community?

The children will talk about what
is important to different
communities. They will discover
examples of ways in which
people express their identify
and belonging within faith
communities and give an
account of what happens at
different traditional ceremonies.

The Christmas story
The children will learn the story
of Jesus' life and give a simple
account of his story. We will look
at examples of ways in which
Christians use the story of the
Nativity to guide their beliefs
and actions at Christmas. This
will all link with our school
Nativity play.

What do Christians
believe God is like?
The children will
practise telling the
story of the Lost Son
from the bible and
recognise a link with
the Christian idea of
God as a forgiving
Father. They will be
able to give examples
of a way in which
Christians show their
belief in God as loving
and forgiving.

Who is Jewish and how
do they live?

The children will
discover the key stories
from Jewish
celebrations and give
examples of how these
stories remind Jews
about what God is like.
The children will
discover key stories,
artefacts and beliefs
within the Jewish
religion.

Who do Christians say made
the world?

The children will retell the story
of creation from Genesis and
recognise that the ‘Creation’ is
the beginning of the ‘big story’
of the Bible. The children will be
encouraged to think, talk and
ask questions about living in an

amazing world.

How should we care for the
world and for others, and
why does it matter?
The children will discuss
examples of how we can
care for others e.g. giving
to charity. The children will
then link this to how
Christians and Jews might
look after the world.

In dance we will learn how to travel in different ways, express
feelings through movement and work with a partner to put
movements into a sequence. We will listen to a piece of music and
say how it makes us feel and explore different movements.
